Linda McCray, MFA, is an American visual artist whose studio
is nestled in the solitude of the Rocky Mountains of Montana.

McCray's boundary-transcending abstract spiritual paintings
have been exhibited in the US and England; published in
Belgium, Germany, Canada, and the United States; and are

in public and private collections. Private collectors and
organizations have commissioned McCray to create paintings
that speak of their mission.

As an adjunct professor of art, she taught for Loyola University
Chicago, The University of Mary, Helena College: The University
of Montana, and Carroll College. She has lectured at art
museums, universities, and conferences; written articles

for national magazines; served as art consultant; and been

an artist-in-residence at the Holter Museum of Art and Blessed
Trinity Catholic Community.

She graduated cum laude from Washington State University
with a BA in Fine Arts, and the University of Montana with a
MFA in Painting and Drawing.

ARTIST STATEMENT

| translate universal spiritual truths into
luminous abstract paintings that speak
to others, regardless of their traditions.

To form visible signs of invisible grace,
| use abstraction which—so powerful-
ly through light, color, and texture—
speaks directly to the heart.

| layer my paintings with symbolism.

To create symbolism, | use abstract
elements, certain materials, and
selected painting methods. For example,
the abstract element and universal
symbol of light underlie all of my
paintings. | image my Creator as light.
To capture feelings of the warmth and
peace of the divine presence, | use a
number of techniques including the

old masters' use of glazes to capture
luminosity. | integrate found objects that
abound with symbolism, such as sand
from the River Jordan, ashes and palms.
The torn-like edges symbolize that we
are a part of something much greater—
our collective Creator.

| sign my paintings with my initials going
outside a box, because my art doesn't
fitinto any art style box. | create from
my heart. | don't follow trends. I'm an
independent artist.

All cultures throughout the ages
have created spiritual art—my ethereal
abstraction and soulful conceptual
work brings up-to-date the oldest
theme in art, the spiritual. While my
provocative paintings have specific
meaning to me, | underlie my
transcendent illuminations with
cross-cultural sensibilities to

ignite spiritual curiosity and unique
experiences for all.
